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PROCESS
1. Application must be presented in writing, either by an individual or by an advocate.  (Club members are encouraged to bring forward needs they encounter.)

2. All requests must be authorized by the Board of Directors.

3. Once a request has been approved, it needs to be forwarded to the Treasurer for disbursement.  (A formal response should be made for all requests.)
4. The membership should be informed of solicitations that have been approved and disbursed by Board.

CRITERIA

Solicitation funds are to be utilized:

1. To benefit members of the local community:  Kennebunk, Kennebunkport and Arundel.  (Certain organizations that offer service to local residents may be considered.)
2. To meet needs that cannot be fully funded by another source.

3. To further the specific goals of Rotary (i.e., International Service, Educational Service, Pease, Youth, Families in Need) and should be commensurate with the ideals of Rotary.

Solicitation funds should not be utilized:

1. For health research

2. For individual scholarships (except as part of a specific program, i.e. Presidential Scholarships)

3. To sponsor individuals (or groups) participating in fundraising events.

Decisions regarding the use of such “funds” should not be made quickly or without adequate information.

Club Treasures will provide an up-to-date accounting of funds available for solicitations on a monthly basis.
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
